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Abstract

It has long been believed that a viable theory of quantum gravity
should eliminate the singularities predicted by the classical theory. In
this talk the loop quantum gravity formalism will be reviewed, along with
its predictions regarding the removal of singularities. Possible extensions
and future works on this issue will also be outlined.
